Breaking the Ice:
What are some little sins that we often minimize or excuse? Name some sins that 
have become culturally acceptable.

Connecting:
! Which of the spiritual myths about sin have you believed?  most of us have 
been educated way beyond our level of obedience.  what truth do you know you are 
not obeying?
! We often accuse others of sin while excusing our own.  What sins have you 
been excusing in your life?
! Think of so-called little sins that we often minimize.  How are these 
destructive to our lives and relationships? How is our witness tot he world tarnished 
by our sins?
! When you accepted Christ into your life, did you see yourself as a good person 
or a sinner in need of GodÕs forgiveness?

Take It Home:
! For what sins do you need to repent?  Ask God to give you a godly sorrow and 
a hate for sin.  Depend on God to give you the power to say no to sin.
! Put into practice James 5:16.  Guard against judging others by their struggle 
and never share with others what is shared, conÞdentially.

Discovery Questions:
1. Read Romans 6:1-7, 11-14, 17-18.
! Why does a forgiven justiÞed person desire not to sin? [6:2] what died 
with Christ and how does this changer our relationship to sin?  what does it 
mean to be dead to sin?  How are we alive to Christ?
! Why is the believer no longer enslaved to sin?  How can we keep from 
being enslaved to sin? [6:16]

2. Read Ephesians 4:17-31.
! As Christ followers what are we to put off and what are we to put on? 
Of the sins mentioned [28-31], which do you struggle with?  How do these 
effect your relationships and the cause of Christ?  What Christlike behavior do 
you need to put on?

3. Read Ephesians 5:8-21
! What does it mean to be a child of the light?  How do you know when 
your life is being controlled [or Þlled] with the holy Spirit?  If you were to 
make one phrase your focus for 2009, what would it be?
