Breaking the Ice:
What are some of the ways people can be involved with each other and not seem to be 
a busy body?

Connecting:
! Which of the strategies did you most connect with? How could you 
incorporate those strategies in your daily life?
! Who is a good example to teach you how to build a strong root system?  What 
would you have to give up?  What do you bring to the table?

Take It Home:
! what part of the body do you think you Þt best as.  What if you were told that 
you  might Þt better doing something else.  Þnding your Þt is the Key ingredient to a 
great blend, but it means you need to be ßexible and realize you might need to be 
moved into another area to be effective in your part God has for you.
! We are a single body Ñ a Òunit,Ó Paul wrote to the Corinthians Ñ made up of 
individual parts. When we develop our gifts and then use them to beneÞt the body, 
working with each other, focusing together on a common goal, thereÕs no telling what 
great things God will bring forth through us.  begin praying how God will use you to 
make this possible.

Discovery Questions: Read 1 Corinthians 12:18, 22-26
1. Part one: [22-23].  Biblical Concept One: Every one is indispensable.  
Read about ask about Team Hoyt.  Rick CouldnÕt do it without Dick and dick 
wouldnÕt do it without Rick.  Together they made a team.  Everybody matters.  
How can you help someone connect?
2. Part two: [18, 27].  Biblical concept two: GodÕs Church is just right.  
GodÕs church, this church, this family of believers, has just what it needs to be a fully 
functioning, contributing member of the larger body of Christ. That doesnÕt mean, of 
course, that every position is Þlled or that a certain program or department couldnÕt 
use more volunteers. It just means the raw material is already there.  Have you 
considered contributing in new fresh ways?
3. Part three [25-26].  Biblical concept three: A perfect parent doesnÕt 
guarantee a perfect family.  Though we have the perfect Father, we still 
experience dysfunction in our spiritual family from time to time. And one of the 
causes of dysfunction is division Ñ individual members asserting individuality rather 
than embracing unity.  Avoiding division within the body of Christ is possible when 
we take to heart the truth that we are an interdependent family, and then cultivate the 
behavior that accompanies our belief: suffering and rejoicing together Ñ as a unit, a 
family, and actively looking for ways to attend to the interests of our brothers and 
sisters in Christ.
