Breaking the Ice:
The word share occupies a prominent spot in the unwritten ÒDictionary of Christian 
Jargon.Ó (ItÕs right up there with ÒBathe it in prayerÓ and ÒItÕs a God thing.Ó) What we 
typically mean when we say ÒshareÓ is tell, say, or read. After all, sharing a verse of 
scripture doesnÕt really have anything to do with tearing pages out of our Bibles and 
handing them to our friends and acquaintances! so how would share?

Connecting:
! Three problems of individualism, which one do you think most people struggle 
with the most?  which one do you Struggle with?
! What is the area of the community that you see the most need?  How can we 
connect and meet that need?

Take It Home:
! what blessings, possessions, or gifts you may have that a brother or sister in 
Christ may need. And if youÕre already aware of a need you could meet, ask God 
what he would have you to do next.
! How can you become more generous?  What steps would it take?
Discovery Questions: Read Acts 4:32-35
1. Part one: [32].  Biblical Concept One: whatÕs Yours is Ours.  Everything? Yes, 
everything. Not just outdated clothing, last nightÕs leftovers, or a leaky tent, but 
sandals that still Þt, a pot without chips, and a bed near the Þre. How were these 
Christians able to be so generous? Verse 31 gives a clue. When we cultivate the 
attitude of generosity, the behavior soon follows, and soon sharing and giving become 
part of who we are, part of our character. And once that happens, giving is no longer a 
burden or chore, but a reßection of the life of God within us Ñ as individuals and as 
the body of Christ Ñ a light to the other members of our ÒblendingÓ family and to the 
world around us. 
2. Part two: [33].  Biblical Concept Two: Why should we share?  Explore a 
threefold approach. To focus on spreading the good news, because Jesus said to, God 
the Father modeled it by giving His Son to die for us. When he calls us to share our 
time, our possessions, our Þnancial resources, how can we possibly say no?
3. Part three [34-35].  Biblical Concept Thr ee: How should we share?  
These people werenÕt holding rummage sales, they were selling land!  See a need; 
meet it; end of story. Note that Luke didnÕt insert a ÒGo thou, and do likewiseÓ clause 
at the end of this passage. ThereÕs nothing here that says poverty and godliness are 
synonymous.  No, the early Christians simply modeled generous sharing. YouÕll also 
note that those who owned real estate sold it Òfrom time to time.Ó They werenÕt 
rushing about, selling everything they had, leaving their families homeless and 
destitute. But we know all we have comes from our Father and ultimately belongs to 
him, so if itÕs not ours anyway, what have we got to lose by sharing it with others?
