Monday Ð Read Habakkuk 1:2-4.  How would you describe 
HabakkukÕs mood in this passage?  what seems to be his driving 
passion?  Describe a time when you had similar feelings.  did you have 
this type of frank conversation with God?  why or why not?

Tuesday Ð Read Habakkuk 1:6 and 12-13.  Why do you think 
Habakkuk felt so shocked by GodÕs response?  When and where do you 
see injustices like these today?  Describe a time when you felt a sense 
of injustice similar to Habakkuk.

Wednesday Ð Read Habakkuk 2:1.  How hard do you think it must 
have been for Habakkuk to wait on godÕs timing?  in your past 
experience, how has waiting on GodÕs timing affected your attitudes 
toward God and the circumstances?  is there somewhere in your life 
where you are struggling to wait on GodÕs timing, frustrated by his 
answers or confused by apparent injustice?  now take a few moment to 
have a personal honest conversation with God about your struggles, 
remember God has broad shoulders and a loving spirit.  God is 
interested in what you have to say.

Thursday Ð Read chapter 1 again.  If you could talk with one 
prominent person, whom would you choose and what would you 
discuss?  what did Habakkuk receive?  about what was he distressed?  
How did God answer HabakkukÕs complaint?  why was the prophet 
perplexed and bewildered?

Friday ÐChapter 1 again.  when people suffer because of violence and 
injustice, how do you feel?  God used the ungodly Babylonians to 
punish Israel.  How does God speak to Christians through the actions of 
pagans nowadays.  When have you been perplexed about why God 
allowed something to happen?  Can you take time this week to be open 
and honest with the Lord about some of your deepest concerns and 
frustrations?
